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The articles prepared within the framework of the project demonstrate that both classical and
contemporary Russian literature, as well as Russian culture and spirituality serve as an
essential force shaping spiritual environment and contemporary culture of the countries of
Central and South-East Europe, At the same time we realize that the images of Russia and
Russians reflected in the public conscience of these countries is rather ambiguous and depend
largely on the political situation, on the role that Russia (and the USSR) used to play or strived
to play on the global scale. In any case, Russian classics constantly remain the most reliable
instrument that forms Russia’s image in today’s world.

The book can be used by teachers of foreign literature, philology and history students, and just
by any reader interested in today's world and literature.
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
