The book suggests an overview of Slovenian literature as a historical and cultural phenomenon
and is based on a wide range of related materials. It treats Slovenian prosaic, poetic and drama
texts from the Middle Ages to the twenty-first century, turns to some paradigmatic figures of the
literary process (Preseren, Trdina, Cankar, Zupanéi¢, Hradnik, Pahor and others) and less
known authors. It does not present the history of Slovenian literature in its linear historical
perspective, but considers it through the prism of most important categories of culture, such as
man, space and time, or through the analysis of its most significant oppositions, codes and
concepts. All this is studied against the broad cultural background, in correlation with
culturologjcal perspectives and approaches used in the history of literature. The book is
addressed to a wide circle of Slavists, and to all those, who are interested in the history of
Slovenian literature and culture.
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
