In the year 1683 the troops of Turkey besieged Vienna. In the year 1914, before the First world
war, Turkey was in Europe pressed territorially to the straits Bosporus and Dardanelles. In the
year 1683 great majority of the Balkan Christian population belonged to the category of raias
(herd in the arabican). By 1914, this majority became citizens of national states with
independent status. The long and painful fight for freedom occupied more than 200 years. And
every step towards liberty was accompanied and often forestalled by Russia's assistance and in
rivalry with Great Britain, Austria and sometimes France. Ten russo-turkish wars (in the
Crimean one Turkey was supported by England, France and Sardinia) may be considered as a
kind of landmarks on the way of the Balkan peoples towards progress. The aim was reached.
The great mission of Russia in the Balkans was over.
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
