Summary

This book is devoted to questions of Janko Lavrin's (1887—1986) life and works. A Slovene,
Lavrin spent ten exciting and productive years in Russia, taking active part in the cultural life of
prerevolutionary Petersburg, and accomplishing much for the development of Slovene literature
and its connections with other Slavs. His creative and scholarly bequeathal is varied: he
published the journal Slavianskii mir, the almanac Veles, and translations. Lavrin travelled as a
war correspondent and, in 1916, published the book

V strane vechnoi voiny. Albanskie eskizy

(In the land of eternal war. Albanian sketches), and did much more during his years in Russia.
The forthcoming proceedings present the breadth of Lavrin's cultural and literary activities.
Scholars from Russia, Slovenia, Great Britain, the U.S., and Switzerland contributed to it. Their
articles treat Lavrin's activities in different periods, including after the Russian Revolution, when,
living in Great Britain, he taught Russian literature and wrote books on Pushkin, Gogol,
Dostoevsky and others, which were translated into many different languages. Several
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generations of Western Russianists grew up on them. Besides scholarly articles, the
proceedings contain rare correspondence, memoirs, and some works by Lavrin of cultural and
historical value.

V objavljenih ¢lankih, ki so jih prispevali znanstveniki iz Rusije, Slovenije, Velike Britanije, ZDA
in Svedske, so predstavljene razli¢ne kulturne in literarne dejavnosti Lavrina. Raziskave se ne
osredotocajo le na rusko obdobje, temvec osvetljujejo tudi njegovo kasnejSe delovanje v Angliji,
kjer je predaval rusko knjizevnost in pisal knjige o Puskinu, Gogolju, Dostojevskem ter mnogih
drugih. Ob teh delih, ki so prevedena v razli¢ne jezike in mnogokrat ponatisnjena, so zrasle
generacije tujih rusistov.
