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PEASANTS TOWARDS CHANGES IN CIVILISATION IN THE POLISH KINGDOM, SECOND
HALF OF THE 19th CENTURY — BEGINNING OF THE 20th CENTURY

By the end of the 19th century in the Polish lands belonging to the Russian Empire there was
developing industrial society. The process had an impact on the economic, social and political
spheres of life. There were also some changes in the cultural life of people, including peasants,
one of the basic social category in the Polish Kingdom. One of the main problems of the history
of modernisation at the turn of the 19th century and history of peasants in the Polish Kingdom is
the att itude of rural population to the changes in civilisation in the given period. Signifi cant
changes in economic, legal and social status of rural population were accompanied by
transformations in peasants culture which at the time could be described as a transitory culture
of rural community.

The research was focused on the reception of changes in civilisation by the peasantry of the
Polish Kingdom by the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries within the
phenomena that acquired a mass character. In the centre of attention are three aspects of
civilisation changes, namely the reception in rural community of printed word, att itude toward
the Roman-Catholic Church and development of so-called “symbolic capital”. The objects of
research were three groups: readers-correspondents of peasant newspapers,
peasants-participants in the Mariavite and Zaranie (peasant weekly) movements, and
peasant-migrants. The phenomena described above had the greatest impact on these three
groups. The main task was to analyse the peasants’ response to the civilisation processes.
The purpose of the research was to explain the characteristic of socio-cultural motivation of
peasants activity; analyse of development of their outlook, norms and standards of their social
and individual life; examine the impact of lengthy cultural processes on the reception of
civilisation changes in rural community of the Polish Kingdom by the end of the 19th and
beginning of the 20th centuries. The chronological range of the research spans the period from
the 1880s to the beginning of the 20th century, i.e. dynamic industrial development of the Polish
Kingdom that greatly influenced the life of the country. The ending date is marked by the
outbreak of the World War I, since afterwards there were some drastic changes in the
socio-economic, political and cultural development of the Polish Kingdom.

The main body of source material was formed by personal records which make it possible to
present the outlook of the analysed group. The authoress analysed letters and memories of
peasants and the so-called “fi rst contact group”, i.e. village teachers, parish priests, writers. At
the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th century writt en word occupied an important place
in peasant life. The analysis revealed, however, that education did not play the exclusive and
leading role in the modernisation process of rural population in the analysed period.
Undoubtedly, literacy contributed to the growth of peasant awareness, and although it did not
lead to the collapse of traditional culture, allowed for the development of the traditional cultural
elements important for rural community on a new level. Peasants-readers of the peasant press
entered the writt en word culture with their cultural baggage which defi ned rather that restricted
their progressiveness. And this should be remember when reconstructing political and national
awareness of peasants in the analysed period. It is diffi cult to make any assumptions about
their political culture without the sound knowledge of the readers’ readiness to receive the
material presented in peasant papers which played the fundamental role in raising their political
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consciousness.

In the analysed period an important place in peasant life was held by the elements of Baroque
culture. The key to understand how deeply they influenced the rural culture is to understand the
impact made by the Catholic Counter-Reformation. At the same time it should be stressed that
the confl icts between priest and its fl ock unresolved in the Counter-Reformation period did not
lose relevance at the beginning of the 20th century. On the example of the analysis of peasant
views about the Church and role played by priests it is possible to see the bearings of
experiences, stereotypic behaviours, perception and dreams on the modernisation process. It
could be said that on the initial stage of the modernity began the realisation of traditional
aspirations in rural community.

The impact of changes in civilisation in the second half of the 19th century on the country is
being analysed in the context of a long-term social process which makes it easier to understand
the eclectic, as they might be seen, changes in rural community in the examined period. The
analysis demonstrated that the civilisation changes affected the rural community as a whole.
The distance, long or short, to industrial centre determined only the direction of modernisation
process. This is to be seen most clearly on the example of changes in rural clothing that either
became more decorative or was replaced by urban clothes. The analysis made allow us to
indicate a certain patt er of modernisation process — the realisation of the “old” form is made
possible through giving to it a modern sounding, while the introduction of the “new” form is
possible when there exists a notion about it.
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
