The book «In the Powder Barrel of Europe» deals with the history of international relations in
(he Balkans in the years 1878-1914, i. e. from the Berlin Congress up to the World War |. Its
cardinal difference from the preceeding time consists in the fact that the independent Balkan
states begun to play the first fiddle on the Balkan's arena. They aimed to fulfill the still
unfinished tasks of national elibiration and union in a great-power fashion pretending to of
strange territories (since — the contradictions, conflicts, and even wars between the Balkans
states). This state of permanent anxiety interweaved with the rivalry of the great powers and
turned the Balkans into the «powder barrel of Europe».

The book contains essays concerning foreign policy of Bulgaria, Serbia, Montenegro, Romania
and Greece, the making of Albania.

Great attention is paid to the Balkan policy of Russia, to the «Drang nach Osten» course of
Germany and Austro-Hungary, to the problem of Bosporus and Dardanelles.

The book is the last in the series of monographs, dedicated to the history of international
relations in South-Eastern Europe (second half of the XVIII — beginning XX-th centuries),
issued under the anspieces of the Institute of Slavonic Studies, Russian Academy of Sciences.
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
