Movement as represented in the Balkan world model, movement which is complicated, with
constant turnings and returnings, determines both the content and the composition of this book.
The concepts of movement and of path, which are universal for any world model, have
particular features in the Balkan context: this is dictated by the peculiarity of the Balkan
chronotope. The mosaic, «montage* quality of the Balkan world model is reflected in this book,
where Balkan traditions and plots are shuffled and reshuffled. In the author’s view the logic
which unifies them is the logic of the subject being described, where the different emerges from
the identical, the multiple from the singular and vice versa, and where extensiveness and
intensiveness alternate, supporting and justifying each other
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
