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Résumé

This volume is devoted to such an unsufficiently investigated problem as internal and inter-state
conflicts in the post-war development of East-Central European nations, which had been
belonging to the Soviet sphere of influence up to the early 1990s. The volume deals with the
key critical situations coming to armed conflicts, as it was, for example, in the GDR in 1953, or
in Poland and Hungary in 1956. Authors analyse the role of the external factor, that is the views
and behaviour of the USSR leadership and its' diplomatic envoys who treated any
manifestations of unsatisfaction, moreover in mass anti-Stalinist movements as nothing but
intrigues of the anti-Soviet forces and class enemies. The reaction was unequivocal: terrifying
actions of the army and the State security organs. In accordance with the plans of the Soviet
military clique the Western groop of the Soviet troops in Eastern Germany and the Nothern
groop in Polish People's Republic were to be supplemented by the Southern groop in
Hungarian People's Republic and the Central groop in Czechoslovak Socialist Republic as the
vanguard offensive lines. These expansionist plans were put into life by means of the military
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operations in the form of, firstly, suppresion of the Hungarian democratic revolution in 1956 and,
secondly, "international action" in order to support the so called "healthy forces" within the
Czechoslovak Communist party in the August, 1968. That was the beginning of the end of the
system of the Soviet type in general, and of the East-Central European real socialism in
particular.

The authors of the articles on different countries base their research on sources earlier
inaccessible for social scientists, first of all those from Russian archives. The introductory article
characterizes the conflicts of the Communist era in the region as ineradicable and those that
predestined crushing final of this era in 1989-1991. The volume is addressed to research
fellows, lecturers, a wide circle of readers.
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
